It is early January; the windows are open and the birds are singing. Iõve taken several pictures of the 

flowers and the temperature in Kentucky where I live was in the mid twenties today. January 

weather in Guatemala is a far cry from the U.S.A. It is Thursday and we have seen all the girls at Prince 

of Peace and two staff people. We have a clinic with two chairs but it was used when it arrived and it 

lies dormant most of the year. I have a general family practice in Irvine, Kentucky where I have been 

for thirty -two years. I was here in 2007 because Rev. Don Hatton had been here and said the need 

was great so I came. 

My first trip was without any knowledge of facilities or supplies. I had two òhelpersó ð my nephew 

Dennis Farmer and my then pastor Rev. John Hatton. Neither had experience in dentistry but proved 

to be worthy, attentive partners. The vacuum system was sometimes on òmanana timeó but we were 

able to see all the girls and most of the staff to be able to open the door to the public.  

One of the first people we saw when the clinic opened to the public was a young man of 27 years. 

His chief complaint was pain in the upper bicuspids and two fractured incisors. One tooth was bro-

ken off below the gum and the other was black. The man spoke no English but through Kay Hines, 

my interpreter,  I told him that the teeth were infected and might not get numb. Evidently he didnõt 

care and gave the go ahead for surgery. While the anesthetic took effect I repaired both front teeth 

and then told my nephew to give me the scalpel to retract the soft tissue from the teeth. Then to my 

surprise a lady who was on staff at POP came to the chair, held the manõs forearm with one hand, 

raised the other to heaven and began to pray in a loud voice specifically for each instrument that I 

used. In 15 minutes both teeth had been removed, the tissue sutured and the man was given instruc-

tions to care for the surgery. He paid little attention because someone had given him a mirror and he 

was so happy about his front teeth nothing else seemed to matter.  

After this experience I confided with my friends that during the surgery I had a pressure across my 

shoulders that was pushing me toward the patient. I was so overwhelmed by the experience that 

when I told my friends they both said that they perceived the increased energy in the clinic. John, 

Dennis, and I now refer to it as òThe Mantle of the Holy Spiritó, because it was òaround my shouldersó. 

Since our first visit to POP we have spoken many times of the intensity of prayer that is offered in this 

country. Some of these people are so destitute that they pray for food and clothing like we pray for 

people who are gravely ill. 

I have brought my family here this year to experience this place. It is unlike anything or any place I 

have ever been. These girls are so precious and so appreciative for anything we do for them. I have 

been hugged more in my last four days than in 2009. One of the girls attended her brotherõs funeral 

this week. He was killed in a street fight. They said he was 17. I cleaned her teeth today, restored her 

front tooth, and hugged her as did all my family.  

As I write this, my wife Sherrell and both daughters,  Jamie and Lindsay, have returned from making 

necklaces with the smaller girls. They are laughing and talking about it now. I think weõll be backé.
