Téniddes in a most faithful way, and we all have detepconfidence in hir
as he assumes this position. Edgar is surroungeddyoup of fine staff members. Dr. Jim and Kapdd, a wondrful
volunteer missionary couple, also are availabladsist with the work in many ways. In additionuPand Lana hav
agreed to continue to help from the U.S. with sposisips, newsletters, grants, visits to churched,acasional visits 1
Guatemala.
